Adopting one of our cats:-
If interested in adopting one of our cats or kittens. That we have in care at the moment see www.catactiontrust.co.uk for details and maybe a picture of the cats we have for adoption in the photo album. Or e-mail us at admin@catactiontrust.co.uk. Where you can obtain a list of current cats looking to be adopted and/or a questionnaire to complete and e-mail back to us’. Or alternatively phone Tel:-0871 890 3034, for some details.  
Once this is done (you may have already done this by now). You’ll find we have no locality boundaries. As long as you are suitable, have the transport to be able to come to us, when arranged (by phone or e-mail), beforehand. So it is a good cat/ownership match. Which we would have gone through with you. Before you arrange to visit one of our fosterers, in Lanark, Wishaw or Airdrie.   

We usually look for a donation for our neutered cats of at least £35(they are neutered, wormed and de-flead). Sometimes vaccinated and I.D. chipped too. That depends on the cat. Or alternatively, at least, £40 for a kitten (they are wormed; de-flead, litter trained and we also give out subsidised neutering. For when the time is right (5-6 months old), at selected vets). 

This simply enables us, as a charity, to be able to continue with a cat rescue work and help more cats. As we are totally unfunded and the branch is run totally by volunteers and we need to try to cover our cat shelter, vets and food bills, to be able to continue our vital cat rescue work in the area. 
At the time of homing our cat(s)/kitten(s), we also give you the opportunity to buy some cat equipment you may need for your new family member. Such as cat carriers, harnesses, litter trays, litter, etc. So this can also help our charity if you need them at the time of homing. It can also help you too and is an easy way of boosting our charities funds. As we try and keep our prices for these items lower than a pet shop would normally charge.
